paign for the American Cancer Society’s Daffodil Days fund-raising event.  
 
Iowa Western marketing student raised $4,600 for the cause, much to the de-
light of American Cancer Society officials. “Iowa Western students have once 
again gone above and beyond for the American Cancer Society Daffodil Days 
program this year,” said Arian Haddix, Iowa Region community relations 
spokesperson. “It is so exciting to see how much of a difference a group of 
students can make in the fight against cancer, and in the lives of patients in 
their communities.

Each student is required 
to write a reflection paper about what they learned about 
marketing, sales, and social responsibility.

“The students learn a great deal by actu-
ally creating a real marketing plan and 
presenting it to an agency representa-
tive,” said Deanne Mulholland, program 
chair and associate professor of market-
ing at Iowa Western. “They are also be-
coming involved and giving something 
back to our community.” �

Give Blood Now to Help  
Recover the Blood Supply 
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With Malice Toward None: The Abraham Lincoln Bicentennial Exhibition, an exhibition created by the Library of Congress, 
will open at The Durham Museum on January 15, 2011. The exhibition offers the public the opportunity to view rarely seen 
treasures from the Library of Congress' collections.�

With Malice Toward None charts Lincoln's growth from prairie lawyer to preeminent statesman and addresses the monu-
mental issues he faced, including slavery and race, the dissolution of the Union, and the Civil War. The exhibit reveals Lin-
coln the man, whose thoughts, words, and actions were deeply affected by personal experiences and pivotal historic 
events. By placing Lincoln's words in a historical context, the exhibition gives visitors a deeper understanding of how re-
markable Lincoln's decisions were for their time and why his words continue to resonate today.�

The exhibit marks the greatest assemblage of objects from the Library of Congress' Lincoln collections in history. It in-
cludes letters, photographs, political cartoons, period engravings, speeches, and artifacts. The actual grammar book stud-
ied by Lincoln in his effort to master English, the notes he prepared in advance of his debates with Senator Stephen Doug-
las, and the personal scrapbook he assembled of newspaper clippings of the debates bring this iconic figure to life. Other 
items will include campaign and election ephemera and such treasures as a facsimile of an autobiography that Lincoln 
supplied to admiring biographers, his penciled "Farewell Address" as he boarded the train from Springfield, Ill., his first In-
augural Address, the Bible upon which he took the oath of office on March 4, 1861 (the same one used by President 
Obama in 2009), a facsimile of his unforgettable Gettysburg Address and a rare lithograph of a final draft of the Emancipa-
tion Proclamation. Military enthusiasts will have the opportunity to see the highly critical letter Lincoln wrote but never sent 
to Gen. George Meade following the Battle of Gettysburg and the letter of thanks to Gen. William T. Sherman for the cap-
ture of Savannah, Ga.�

The exhibition will include the Lincoln family Bible, a caned chair from the Lincoln and Herndon Law Office on loan from 
the Union Pacific Railroad Museum, and the contents of Lincoln's pockets on the night he was assassinated. This stunning 
exhibition will complete a five-city tour at The Durham Museum.�
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The House of Representatives recently passed H.R. 1, legislation that would make deep cuts in government 
spending for the rest of the fiscal year. The measure – which eliminates the Corporation for National and 
Community Service and its programs -- passed 235-189. Click here to learn how your Representative 
voted. 
The House vote is just one step in the legislative process. The bill has been sent to the Senate for their con-
sideration, and the Senate and the President will have opportunities to shape and influence the final spending 
package. But it is up to us to make certain that the final bill restores funding for service!

But Congress must reach a 
compromise before March 4th or the government will shut down.   Tough choices on funding priorities will 
have to be made and we have to work very hard to ensure that any compromise restores funding for the Cor-
poration for National and Community Service.

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National Service is at risk of elimination. Unless funding is restored, there will be no AmeriCorps programs for 2011-
2012. AmeriCorps is an integral part of Habitat for Humanity's capacity to serve volunteers and build homes. Ameri-
Corps Construction Crews help lead more than 2,000 volunteers with Habitat for Humanity of Omaha each year and 
take part in each of the homes that are built or renovated. In addition, AmeriCorps members serve in roles such as fam-
ily relationship coordinator, volunteer scheduling, Roof and Repair coordinator and community outreach. If you have vol-
unteered with Habitat Omaha, you have likely worked with an AmeriCorps member in some capacity.   
  
Currently there are seven AmeriCorps*National members serving with Habitat Omaha. They will complete a total of 
11,200 hours by the time their service in Omaha is done. Throughout the year Habitat Omaha also receives assistance 
from AmeriCorps*NCCC teams.
